Writing for Public Relations

Assignment 3
Write a 155-160 word version of the article “Pipeline economics,” from Maclean’s magazine p. 45.

· Input on computer double spaced.  Use the word count feature in Word to count words.  If you don’t know how to do that, look it up under help.

· Add in the header of the document:  Your name, group number and date, and Writing for PR Assignment 3.

· Submit in your group section in Blackboard.

Be sure you understand the article before you begin writing. You can’t include everything in the article in your shorter version. You need to decide which points you’ll include. 

Select five or six points from the article. Then begin on the assumption that the assignment is 20 words, not 155 words. Which point would you use in that 20-word version? Once you have the first 20 words, assume you’ve been given another 20 words. Which point or information would you include next? Continue in these 15-20 word blocks until you get to the 155-160 range. As you add each point, be sure you’re not repeating something you’ve already said. Each sentence must add new information. If you’re not adding new information, you’re wasting words. You’ll probably be over the word limit on your first draft. Go back and eliminate unnecessary words to get to the 155-word limit.
You’re being asked to create a shorter version of this article. You can use words, phrases, full sentences, or quotes directly from the article. If the wording in the article is the best way to make that point, use that wording.
