Group Presentation Assignments

1. Groups will be formed according to your PowerPoint groups as established in Stephen’s class.  We may have to make some adjustments, but each group should have a minimum of 3 and a maximum of 5 members.

2. Groups will study the possible topics in the list below.  Ideally, groups should have a first and second choice for a general topic area.  

3. The instructor will pair groups who are interested in the same topic, and each pair of groups should discuss which issue(s) within those topics interests them most.  Note:  as soon as possible we will hone in on a particular issue and create a debate-type resolution for the groups to base their presentation on.  One group will support the resolution; the other will oppose it.

4. Each group will assign roles and duties so each member is best and equally utilized.  (Note evaluation rubric, also in this folder).
5. Each group will thoroughly research their topic and find at least two articles, preferably from Macleans or other recommended sources to support their POV.  These articles must be e-mailed to Lynn by Monday noon on the week of your presentation so she can post them on Blackboard for class review.  You must also prepare at least one class discussion topic and send it to Lynn at the same time. 

6. Each group will prepare an approximately 15 minute presentation which will take place during weeks 8 to 14.

Topics for term group presentations
• Canadian Families - family composition, family and socialization, marriage, birth, divorce rates, family trends, family influence. 

• Personal Characteristics - Physical features, Gender, Age, Abilities/disabilities, Sexual orientation

• School/education and socialization - home and school, school and gender, attitude towards education – cultural differences; Adult education & literacy.

• Socioeconomic status - education & employment, income & gender, economics and the family, wealth, social class, status; Inequities in wealth; Employment in Canada trends

• Race/Ethnicity - Race, ethnicity, place of origin, visible minorities in Canada

• Group Membership – Formal and informal groups, primary and secondary groups, peer and reference groups, advocacy groups.

• Church/Religion - understanding religious attitudes, religion in Canada, Church, sect and cult membership
• Place of dwelling - profile of two neighbourhoods; dwelling influences
